Use A4 format only, (21 cm x 29,7 cm). There should be a top margin of 2,5 cm and a bottom, left and right margin of 2,5 cm.
2. Figures

Reference the figures in the text, e.g. ‘see Fig. 1’ and then position the figure (in table invisibly bounded) as close to this reference as possible. Each figure should have a caption below it which commences with the figure number, e.g. Fig. 1.

3.1 Equations and units

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Please use IS (International System of Units) system for the definition of the units.
4. Conclusion

Full text are limited to 8 single-spaced pages (Times New Roman, 12pt) including figures and tables.
5. References

References should be numbered consecutively throughout the text and should be collected together in a reference list at the end of the text. Numerals for references are given in square brackets [ ] in the text. All references listed in the references section must be directly cited in the body of the text.
In the reference list, periodicals and books should be cited in accordance with the following examples:

1. Author, Title of the Book (in italics), publisher, location, year, pages.
2. Authors, Name of the Journal (in italics), volume, issue, pages.

3. Authors, Title of the paper (in italics), Conference, location, publisher, year, pages.

4. Authors, Title of the paper (in italics), Available from: www.abcd.com, (dd, mm, yyyy)
